Vice President@ Report

*  Couple of issues in Peewee and Novice in progress but Will is working on resolving them.

* Magazines were received for every goalie from Novice to Midget and will be given to convenors to distribute.
The magazine is promoting a goaltender clinic.

*  Apparently on the UCMHL website there is a boundary change (Osgoode/Kemptville). Will to investigate
further.
