PresidentÕs Report. 
(Copies of the minutes from District and League meetings can be found on our website.) 
 
Distr ict Meeting – Development Co-ordinator wishes to resign. 
Mileage re-imbursement has been approved at the rate of 40 cents/km after 40 kms. 
You can have up to 20 players per team (if you need it). 
For House League coaches – there is a 30 day grace period to obtain the coaching level or 
speak out for those people who intend to get it but haven’t been able to before now. 
Both a ref and a coach got $25.00 fines for failing to call in a suspension 
If serving a one game suspension, a player may practice with his/her team. 
 
John Hanson is the District Registrar – he needs all the team information sheets asap. 
 
A motion was passed to suspend any coach or convenor for one year if he is found to 
have tampered with a player (ie – approach a player directly to play or tryout for a team 
or change associations instead of going through proper channels at the association level) 
 
Upper Canada Ð The President of the league was very unhappy with the actions of some 
Kemptville parents that attended a Midget House game in Smith Falls.  Luc has 
apologized on behalf of KDMHA and this incident is being reviewed. 
Heads up regarding the teams from the CAL league.  These teams are allowed to play in 
our tournaments – but they are select teams and as such are very strong. 
The new UCMHL website should be up and running this weekend. 
There is a new Minor Midget director – Mark Beaupre 
If a Level 2 coach gets a suspension during a game – the team can finish their game even 
if they don’t have another Level 2 coach on the bench. 
There is a speak-out clinic on Monday night (Oct 24th).  There is a trainers clinic Nov 13th 
in Johnstown. 
US teams can come here for tournaments. 
Boundaries are changing for the AAA level of hockey that is being discussed.  This will 
likely forecast boundary changes for other levels as well. 
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A KDMHA special requirements committee is required.  We already have hearings 
regarding the conduct surrounding Midget tryouts.  1 player trashed a change room and 2 
others were verbally abusive to evaluators. 
Sitting on this committee will be Mark Ross, Derek Hallwell, Bob Hunt, and if anyone 
of them is absent Peter Cairn will fill in. 
Motion to approve above committee – 1st Randy, 2nd, Michele – motion passed. 
 
ODMHA has got the Minor hockey Handbook and Directory and the Referee case and 
rule book out and KDMHA will request 30 of each – one for each team 
 
Vice-PresidentÕs Report. – (Panther issues) 
Everything is good at all levels- no major issues were brought forward to this meeting 
Brent Dick will be in town for a speak out on November 19th (aimed at Bantam parents) 
Bullying was an issue in the pre-season evaluations at the Bantam level. 
At Midget – please ensure there is a trainer present for practices as well – No trainer, no 
practice. 
We also need a trainer present at all times for the conditioning camp sessions. 
 
This year the refs will be paying particular attention to: 
Check to the head 
Checking from behind 
Late switches on face offs 
Neckguard/mouthguard infractions 
And holding teams at the bench at the end of the game until you are dismissed. 
 
KDMHA will look into hosting our own trainers clinic next year. 
 
We need a mail slot at the new arena for coaches and convenors.  Randy will look into 
getting one for us. 
 
A reminder that anyone under 16 needs full equipment to be on the ice with a team. 
Major and Minor Midget teams need envelopes for the game sheets. 
 
Storm Report 
Registration numbers look good this year with quite a few new girls on board. 
In all there are 2 Midget, 1 Bantam, 1 Peewee, and 1 Atom team 
There is a lot of interest in KDMHA hosting a coaches clinic for Storm coaches as well 
as for trainers. 
A motion was presented by Michele to eliminate tampering between KDMHA teams.  
One registered Storm player was directly ‘recruited’ to the Panthers without going 
through the convenor or coach 
1st Michele, 2nd Jo-Ann – no tampering amongst KDMHA teams.  Motion was passed 
with one abstaining. 
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SecretaryÕs Report Ð 
Glenna Vanden Bosch resigned.  Kim Ferrin was appointed as the new secretary.

Trillium Grant – received good feedback and looks like some $$$ will be coming our 
way.  Keep your fingers crossed. 
 
No team guidelines re fundraising yet but keep in mind other fundraising going on re 
Minor Hockey.   
 
We will look into maybe having the Adam Harlow foundation and a fundraising 
committee working together in the future. 
 
Question re  - if teams raise money throughout the year and the money is not spend by the 
end of the year – What do you do with the money?   
Bart will put notes in the fundraising guidelines. 
 
Tournament Convenor 
A number of responses re the up-coming tournaments. 
November 26th tournament Major Midget is full – but Messina may pull out and we have 
one on the waiting list. 
 
Hoping to have 14 tournaments.  Four teams required to have the tournament. 
During November’s meeting Marc will pass out the folders to the host coaches with all 
the details.  Coaches will select the type of tournament ie. Double elimination or A/B etc.  
The cost is $450.00 per team. 
It may be possible to have a caterer come in at $35.00 hour to rent a room for possible 
food venue. 
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Marc is looking into a new website through Magma.  Hoping for 
www.Kemptvillehockey.com .  He has Laurie Dool helping with the arranging approx. 
22.95 per month and a $30.00 set up fee for the year. 
 
We should be looking into changing the LOGO – possible copyright issues with current 
one.  An example was passed around for the members to comment. 
 
Motion to change website name to www.kemptvillehockey.com  1st by Marc Ross, 2cnd by 
Michele Cormier.  All in favour.  Motion carried 
 
Marc would like an e-mail/phone numbers and mailing address of all coaches/managers 
for the tournaments. 
 
Ice  Convenor -     
We need to change the wording in the current Policy Manual re Ice allocation and cost.  
Many members believe that there was a motion passes on this previously and Kim will 
look into all past motions and will update the Policy Manual as soon as possible.   
Discussion - re Midget players are too large in size and numbers to share the ice.  Fees 
are generally based on 3 shared for every 1 full ice practice.  Any changes re Ice will be 
made at the AGM. 
 
Joanne stated that KDMHA needs to sign the contract with North Grenville re the ice and 
there are many problems with the contract so Joanne will schedule a meeting with Luke 
and Darren so that the issues can be ironed out. ASAP. 
 
Rescheduled games- PLEASE reschedule any and all games early so that there are not a 
lot of teams asking at the end of the season.  Give Joanne as much notice as possible so 
that she has time to juggle the times.  Please be considerate as this is a tough job. 
Convenor’s please make sure this rescheduling gets done early. 
 
Problem with affiliation between Midgets because they are on the ice at the same time 
during home games.  Unfortunately we can’t change this now as the ice and the games 
are already scheduled.  We will keep in mind for the upcoming seasons. 
 
 
Parent of a child on Midget House team - Derrick Holwell tells an incident involving a 
Smith Falls team.  The Smith Falls players are large in comparison to Kemptville team 
and a Smith Falls team member chased his son on the ice.  The linesman had to stop the 
boy from getting to his son.  Son was frightened.  This game got out of hand and some 
parent’s behavior was unacceptable. 
Luc has asked Mr. Holwell to e-mail him an outline of the information with the details of 
the incident and he will forward it to Risk and Safety at the League and also to Barb.  
 
A meeting with the parents to discuss their behavior is in order. 
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Mr. Howell wrote a letter last year re a NON-CONTACT division and it went to Upper 
Canada.  Unfortunately, there was not enough support at that time but hopefully with 
more letters and or comments it will be coming. 
 
Remember the Coach must stay on the bench if he/she decides that his team will not 
continue to play for whatever reason. 
 
Equipment Convenor 
Absent – no report 
 
Dave Henderson – Speak out for patents were well attended at Bantam and Atom.  Not 
very many for Peewee and none for Midget.  Initiation and Novice was not great.  Many 
parents felt because they had done it before they did not have to do it again, which are 
true however I feel it is a good “tune up” for the start of the season.  It also appeared to 
me that many people that attended were already displaying appropriate behaviour at the 
rink and those that didn’t attend could have learned something. It seems that at some 
point in time ODMHA will insist on a compulsory speak out for parents.  Greg would 
like to have all the Midgets attend a similar thing geared for the players at his level.  
Sheila has been working on a program for the Bantams and I would suggest that both 
Greg and Sheila work together at their levels. 
 
The certified speak out on September 23 had 66 person attend.  The theater worked very 
well; we were able to make use of the big screen and comfortable seating.  I had expected 
approximately 100 people to attend and was disappointed to have many people ask days 
later if I was going to host another one because they needed to it work with their child’s 
team.  Brent Dick the speaker did a great job.  Through a discussion with Luc and then 
later with Brent, Brent was able to offer KDMHA his services for free if we call the 
speak out clinic the “Don Valcour Memorial Speak Out”.  I would also like to offer 
perhaps St. Johns first aid, Trainers course or others that could generate some money for 
KDMHA.  My hope for any money realized that it would be used to buy additional 
practice ice for the kids.  I would like to find a helper that would be interested in taking 
over for me after it is running smoothly.
